*Cline Small Berry Mourvedre, Contra Costa County ‘05 Intense flavors with 
aromas of eucalyptus and herbs de Provence with overtones of lavender and violets.  $64 

*Cline Ancient Vine Mourvedre, Contra Costa County ‘05  A distinct chocolate 
character with flavors of cherry and mint. Soft tannins and good weight. $8 $36 

14 Hands Merlot, Washington ‘03  Aromas of blackberry, cherry and spice with a 
lingering velvety finish. $7 $32 

*Sinskey Merlot, Carneros-Napa ‘03 Rich aromas of sweet spice, bay leaf, 
blueberry, and violet complemented with flavors of cherries and cedar.   $59 

*Alma Rosa La Encantada Pinot Noir, Santa Rita Hills ‘05 Berry fruit, brown 
spice, a little forest floor earthiness and a deep, dark complexity.   $97 

*Torii Mor Pinot Noir, Willamette Valley ‘05 Dark cherries. milk chocolate and 
violet notes with a rich tannic structure and spicy-peppery finish. $13 $57 

Gypsy Dancer Pinot Noir, Oregon ‘05 Ripe cherry, boysenberry, exotic spice, and   $90
